Place the Chelveston folder In the Addon Scenery folder that is located in the main Flight Simulator 9 folder. In the game go to Settings/Scenery library and add the airbase. Exit the game and restart.

For all the vehicles to show up, you must download and install the vehicles_for_airfields.zip file. You can find it here.
