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Halesworth, Station 365: 10 m SW of Lowestoft. 56th (61/62/63 FS) Fighter Group (P47 Thunderbolts and P51 Mustangs), later 489th (844/845/846/847 BS) Bomb Group (B24 Liberators and B17 Fortresses), 5th Emergency Rescue Squadron (OA-10 Catalina amphibians and B17s), 496th Fighter Training Group.

This airbase was made with the help of photographs, aerial pictures and a site plan as found in the books of  Roger A. Freeman, ‘Airfields of the Eight- Then and Now’ and ‘The Mighty Eight- War Manual’.

This add-on was made using FSSC by Derek Leung.  

The macros were made using EOD by Matthias Brückner. 

Textures were made using Paint Shop Pro and the excellent DXTBmp by Martin Wright. 
The macros from other people that are used, are the trees, made by Gerrish Gray and bomb stores made by Daniel Hamblin and Gary Burns.

You’ll need their British Airfield Buildings Library v1 to have these bomb stores show up properly.  You can find this library at: http://www.simviation.com/fs2004scenery13.htm

The static P47 and C47 are made by me using M98toBGL of Trevor de Stigter. I used two Fs98 planes by Oscar Everitt. I tried to contact Mr. Everitt, but wasn’t successful in doing so. Hopefully he has no objections to the usage of his planes in this project.  

This add-on is made to fit the different systems. Low-end machines benefit from the ‘Very Sparse’ setting. No trees or planes will be visible. In the ‘Normal’ setting the trees are visible, and in the ‘Very Dense’ setting the planes will also show up.  

Installation

Put the Halesworth folder in the Scenedb folder. In the game go to Settings, Scenery library, choose add new scenery etc. Have fun! Don’t forget to install the British Airfield Buildings v1 Macros by Daniel Hamblin and Gary Burns  first! 

This add-on is freeware and  has to be treated as such. No money should be asked for it.
