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Raydon (3m SE of Hadleigh)was a base that hosted the Eight as well as the Ninth. It served as a fighter base, though originally it was meant to be a bomber base, it never served as such. 357th, 358th & 353rd Fighter Group flew from Raydon. Put the Raydon folder in the Scenedb folder. In the game go to Settings, Scenery library, choose add new scenery etc. Have fun! Don’t forget to install the British Airfield Buildings v1 Macros by Daniel Hamblin and Gary Burns  first!
