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RAF Silverstone, located in Northamptonshire, was a Royal Air Force bomber station opened in 1943 during World War II. The station was the base for No. 17 Operational Training Unit operating the Vickers Wellington bomber. Today the airfield is a major racing circuit known as Silverstone Circuit. Since 1987 the track has hosted the British Grand Prix every year. The airfield's three runways, in a standard WWII era triangle, lie within the outline of the present racetrack

This add-on was made using SceneGenX by Tom Hiscox, AFCAD by Lee Swordy and  Ground2k4. The macros were made using EOD by Matthias Brückner. Textures were made using Paint Shop Pro and the excellent DXTBmp by Martin Wright.
Installation
Place the Silverstone folder In the Add-on Scenery folder that is located in the main Flight Simulator 9 folder. In the game go to Settings/Scenery library and add the airbase. Exit the game and restart.

This base is compatible with the FSGenesis mesh. It’s freeware and you can get it here: http://portal.fsgenesis.net/modules.php?op=modload&name=Downloads&file=index&req=viewsdownload&sid=1
It’s called: dem76m_eu_britishisles.zip

But the airfield will work fine without this mesh. It’s only slightly higher than the surrounding area.
Included in the download is an AI traffic BGL file that makes this base come to life. To get this file working, you must have Ted Cook’s Wellington installed. It’s called: w440_v01.zip, and you can get it here: http://www.tedcook.btinternet.co.uk/  Two planes appear at a 60% setting of the AI traffic intensity, two more planes appear at 90%. These planes will depart every hour.  
There’s a second traffic file in a separate map in the scenery map, that uses the old Alphasim Wellington, which plane is also included in a separate zip.. The traffic file has the extension WA. Another twelve Welly’s will crowd the airfield, 6 at 60%, and another 6 at 90%. I thank Phil of Alphasim for his kind permission to use this (still nice) model. You can use both traffic files at the same time, or use just one, whatever you prefer.
