Thorpe Abbotts
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Thorpe Abbotts, station 139, was the base of the 100th Bomb Group. This group, the ‘Bloody Hundredth’, sustained very high losses on a number of combat missions, hence the nickname.

This group flew the B-17. The location, near Diss in Norfolk, is familiar to me as I have family living in the neighbourhood of Diss.

This airbase was made with the help of photographs, aerial pictures and a site plan as found in the books of  Roger A. Freeman, ‘Airfields of the Eight- Then and Now’ and ‘The Mighty Eight- War Manual’.

This add-on was made using FSSC by Derek Leung.  

The macros were made using EOD by Matthias Brückner. 

Textures were made using Paint Shop Pro and the excellent DXTBmp by Martin Wright. 
The macros from other people that are used, are the trees, made by Gerrish Gray and Bomb Stores made by Daniel Hamblin and Gary Burns.

You’ll need their British Airfield Buildings Library v1 to have these Bomb Stores show up properly.  

The static B-17 is made by me using M98toBGL of Trevor de Stigter. The model is originally made by Roger Lowery  of RAF662, whose kind permission to use this model is highly appreciated.  

Installation

Put the Thorpe Abbotts folder in the Scenedb folder. In the game go to Settings, Scenery library, choose add new scenery etc. Have fun! Don’t forget to install the British Airfield Buildings Library by Daniel Hamblin and Gary Burns  first! You can download it from:

This add-on is designed to take advantage of the fact that users of CFS2 can adjust the desired level of detail, varying from ‘very sparse’ to  ‘extremely dense’. For low end machines the ‘very sparse’ setting will leave out planes and all of the trees. The ‘normal setting’ will only leave out the planes. In the ‘very dense’ setting the planes as well as some extra trees will show up, thus giving a fair amount of eye candy.    

This add-on is freeware and  has to be treated as such. No money should be asked for it.
